3. Upcoming Events
a. Movie Nights

ii. Bethany will work with Kim and Suzanne to start planning the March event.

b. Penny Wars

ii. Kelly said there is not much pre-work that has been done just yet as most of the prep is done right before the event.

6. Solar Eclipse Glasses

c. Checking Account balance: $49,658.10
d. Savings Account balance: $65,818.54
