1. Current Events and Drives

ii. There is one slot left open 
c. Color Fun Run 
i. We currently have raised $5,191.00
ii. Water bottles and tshirts are in for students, the bracelets will be delivered this weekend 
iii. Kim will send out a SignUpGenius for volunteers to help with day of duties; registration table, color throwers, clean up crew, etc.
